A question was raised by Chris Flaherty as to why so much was spent on the
website. Cedric explained that a decision was made by the committee to get
the website created professionally and that this was just a one off charge. The
cost in subsequent years will be minimal as it will be maintained by Vernon.

The accounts were approved by Chris Flaherty and seconded by Beverley Green.



Membership Report

As John Cannon was absent the membership report was presented by
Graham Vandervelde.
